Brief Information about Equal Community Foundation:

Equal Community Foundation is an action orientated organization founded by Rutuja
Teredesai. She observed number of gender issues while doing volunteer work — women and
girls had limited Jeisure time and mobility due to an inequality in the division of housework,
concerns about sexual harassment and safety, and familial restrictions. This awareness, along
with the fact that women’s empowerment programmes generally focus on women and girls,
gave Rujuta, the incentive to work on gender equity through focusing on the attitudes and

behaviour of men and boys in the communities.

About Workshop:
Dr. Arundhati Patil, Professor, Manavlok Social Work College, is continuously taking

efforts to create awareness in society for gender equality. This workshop was held to make
awareness among MSW students. Correspondence was made with Mr. Yogesh Huparikar
regarding the planning of workshop. Mr. Ramesh Kokate held this four dayy workshop was

held as following-




First Day (01" Junc2021):-
The workshop was started sharp at 10.00 am. Students from MSW II year were

participated. Mr. Ramesh Kokate gave his valuable guidance on the concept of gender. He
said that sex is biological but gender is human made concept. Sex' and 'gender' are often used
interchangeably, despite having different meanings: Sex refers to a set of biological attributes
in humans and animals. It is primarily associated with physical and physiological features
including chromosomes, gene expression, hormone levels and function, and
reproductive/sexual anatomy. Sex is usually categorized as female or male but there is
variation in the biological attributes that comprise sex and how those attributes are expressed.
Whereas gender refers to the socially constructed roles, behaviours, expressions and
identities of girls, women, boys, men, and gender diverse people. It influences how people
perceive themselves and each other, how they act and interact, and the distribution of power
and resources in society. Gender identity is not confined to a binary (girl/woman, boy/man)
nor is it static; it exists along a continuum and can change over time. There is considerable
diversity in how individuals and groups understand, experience and express gender through
the roles they take on, the expectations placed on them, relations with others and the complex
ways that gender is institutionalized in society. Students interacted with resource person and
asked number of questions regarding gender issues.

Second Day (2" June 2021):-
Mr. Ramesh explained about various approaches towards women in society.

Religious, social, economic and political bias against women and present situation and
approach for women development was analysed by Mr.Ramesh. Women and men across the
globe choose to challenge gender bias and inequality. They are forging an inclusive world.
On International Women’s Day, we celebrate some of these trailblazers and share their
stories. From health care and sexual rights to economic empowerment, political participation,
and food security, these colleagues and partners cover wide-ranging fields of civil
action. They are all gender equality activists. They don’t have thousands of followers on
social media. Mostly, they work outside the spotlight. They don’t ask for a pat on the back.
He said that women must be empowered through education and by awareness making about
their human rights.

Third Day (3™ June 2021):-

Today discussion was held on ‘Violence against women and role of social worker’.
It was an interactive session; students discussed and share their viewyand experiences about

this issue. There are many legal provisions under various Jaxys but\woren are unaware about
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cuch Acts. Hence the role of social worker is important. The role of social workers in tackling
domestic violence includes but is not limited to: assessing risk, providing counseling and
support services (0 survivors. Especially in domestic violence case the social worker helped
her gain admission to the local shelter for abused women, where the social worker and shelter
staff provided counseling and supportive scrvices. The women were also assisted in creating
and implementing a plan of legal action. Following the presentation of this case study, the
authors focus on five roles for social workers in the criminal justice processing of domestic
violence cases. The first role is to provide psychosocial information on the victim to the
deputy prosecutor. The second role is to provide education and training to police and other
criminal justice professionals regarding domestic violence victimization. In the third role, the
social worker becomes a supportive and trusting mental health professional in helping the
victim through the trauma of testifying in court. The fourth critical role is as client advocate
in addressing the judge before the offender is sentenced and also working with family
members in providing social support for the victim. The fifth role involves being an expert

witness on the nature and effects of domestic violence.

Fourth Day (4™ June 2021):-
In the fourth day of this workshop the students interacted with Mr. Ramesh Kokate on

the empowerment of women and various strategies regarding it. He said that women

empowerment is possible with the collective efforts. Kisan Shingare Assistant Professor gave

vote of thanks on behalf the college.

This four days workshop was very knowledgeable and informative. It gives

inspiration to students and faculties participated in the workshop. Dr. Arundhati Patil
expressed her views and guide students of social work regarding their role for gender

equality.
